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(d) 1issue, or to cause an appropriate officer to issue, upon
demand by any person, a certificate setting forth whether or not any assessment
has been paid. A rsasonable charge may be made by the Board before the issuance
of these certificates. If a certificate states an assessment has been pald
such certificate shall be conclusive evidence of such payment;

. (e) to procure and maintain adequate liahility and hazard
insurance on the property owned by the Association;

(f) to cause all officers or employees having fiscal
responsibilities to be bonded, as the Board may deem appropriate;

(g) to cause the Ccmmon Area to be maintained; and

(h) to cause the exterior of the dwellings and landscaping
viewable from the public street to be maintained.

Section 3. Restrictions. (5/79) The Board of Directors are restricted

from:

(a) spending funds on any one prD]eCt totalmg to more than
sixty (60) percent of the cash possessed by the Association on January 1 of the
year in which they take office. If any project planned by the Board is expected
to exceed this limitation then the Board will need approval of a majority of the

voting membership;

(b) purchasing any real property in the name of the Association
without the approval of a majority of the voting membership; and :

(c) s.l.gm.ng in the name of the Association any comercial paper
placing the Association in debt without the approval of a majority of the voting
xre.nbershlp. ‘

ARTICLE VIII

'OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTTES

Section 1. Enumeration of Offices. The officers of this Association
shall be a President and Vice President, who shall at all times be members of
the Board of Directors, a Secretary, a Treasurer, and such other officers as the

Board, from time to time, by resolution create.

Section 2. Election of Officers. The election of officers shall take
pla.ce at the first meeting of the Board of Directors following each annual
mesting of the members.

Section 3. Term. The officers ofthis ﬁssoc:.atlon shall be elected
annually by the Board and each shall hold office for one (1) year unless he
shall sooner resign, be removed, or otherwise be disqualified to serve.

Section 4. Special Appointments. The Board may elect such other
officers as the affairs of the Association may require, each: of whom shall hold
office for such pericd, have such authority, and perform such duties as the
Board may, from time to time, determine.

Section 5. Resignation and Removal. Any officer may be removed from
offlca, with or without cause, by the Board. Any officer may resign at any time
giving written notice to the Board, the President or the Secretary. Such
resignation shall take effect on the date of receipt or at any later time
specified therein, and unless otherwise speCJ.fled therein, the acceptance of
such resignation shall not be necessary to make it effective.

SectJ.on 6. Vacancies. A vacancy in any office may be filled by
appointment by the Board. The officer appointed to such vacancy shall serve for
the remainder of the term of the officer he replaces.

Section 7. Multiple Offices. The offices of Secretary and Treasurer
may be held by the same person. No person shall similtaneausly hold more than
one of any of the other offices, except in the case of SQeCJ.al Cffices created

pursuant ot Section 4 of this Article.
The duties of the officers are as follows:

Section 8. Duties.

President

' (a) The president shall preside at all meetings of the Board of
Directors; shall see that orders and resolutions of the Board are carried out;
shall sign all leases, mortgages, deeds and other written instruments and shall

co-sign all checks and promissory notes.

Vice President

(b) The vice president shall act in the place and stead of the
president in the event of his absence, inahility or refusal to act, and shall
exercise and discharge such other duties as may be required of him by the
Board.

Secre

(c) The secretary shall record the votes and keep the minutes
of all meetings and proceedings of the Board and of the members; keep the
corporate seal of the Association and affix it upon the minutes of the meetings

of the Board of Directors and members and upon all other papers requiring said
seal; serve notice of meetings of the Board and of the members; keep appropriate

records showing the members of the Association together with their addresses;
and perform such other duties as required by the Board.

 (d) The treasurer shall receive and deposit in appropriate bank
accounts all monies of the Association and shall disburse such funds as directed
by resolution of the Board of Directors; shall sign all checks and pramissory
notes of the Association; keep proper books of account; cause a report of the
Association's books to be made by a public accountant at the completion of each
fiscal year; and shall prepare an annual budget and a statement of income and
expc_a:ﬂ_ltures to be presented to the membership at its regular anmal meeting.
Coples of these documents shall be available for purchase at a reasonable cost.

ARTICLE IX
COMMITTEES
The Association shall appoint an Architectural Control Cammittee, as

provided in the Restrictions, and a Nominating Committe, as provided in these
By-Laws. 1In addition, the Board of Directors shall appoint cther committees as

deemed appropriate in carrying out its purposes.
ARTICLE X

BOOKS AND RECORDS

The books, records and papers of the Association shall at all times,
during reasonable business hours, be subject to inspection by any member. The
Articles of Incorporation, By-Laws of the Association, and Restrictive Covenants
shall be available for inspection by any member at the principal office of the
Association where copies may be purchased at a reasonable cost.

ARTICLE XI
REMEDIES FOR NON-PAYMENT OF ASSESSMENT

As more fully provided in the Restrictions each member is obligated to
pay to the Association annual and special assessments which are secured by a
continuing lien upon the property against which the assessment is made. Any
assessments which are not paid when due shall be delinquent. If the assessment
is not paid within thirty (30) days after the due date, the assessment shall
bear interest from the date of delingquency at the rate of 10 percent (10%) per
annum, and the Association may bring an action at law against the Owner
personally obligated to pay the same or foreclose the lien against the property,
and interest, costs, and reasonable attorney's fees of any such action shall be
added to the amount of such assessment. No Owner may waive or otherwise escape
liability for the assessments provided for herein by non-use of the Common Area

or abandonment of his Iot.

ARTICLE XTTI
AMENDMENTS

Section 1. These By-Laws may be amended, at a reqular or special
meeting of the members, by a majority of the votes of a quorum of voters present
in person or by proxy. '

Section 2. In the case of any conflict between the Articles of
Incorporation and these By-laws, the Articles shall control; and in the case of
any conflict between the Restrictions and these By-Laws, the Restrictions shall

control.
ARTICLE XIV

FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of the Association shall begin on the first day of _
January and end on the 3lst day of December of every year, except that the first
fiscal year shall begin on the date of incorporation.

ARTICLE XV

In the event that the Association pays water and sewer charges for the
owners and prorates each owner's portion of the total fee, such fees collected

for this purpose shall not be camingled with other funds.
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
